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These photocopiable quizzes were designed for instructors who would like to supplement exercises in the book with
a simple task that tests students’ recall of vocabulary and expressions in each chapter. Instructors may collect these
quizzes and record grades to check students’ progress.

Each quiz has three parts. In the first part, students are asked to fill in missing words or letters to complete medical
terms or expressions. In the second part, students are asked to find errors placed in a sentence, cross out the errors,
and write in the correct term.
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The third part asks a "bonus" question that is a bit more challenging, and requires students to have reviewed the
Dialogue for each chapter. Students who answer this question correctly can receive a "+ 1" to their total score.

In designing these quizzes, we tried to do the following:
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Medical or nursing knowledge should not be required to answer any questions. We felt this point was especially
important for students who are just beginning to study nursing.
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This was not always possible, especially in the second part. Here we tried to write questions in which only one part
of the question could be corrected.
